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4. ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS

4.1 PREPARATION

e Mount the box on the truck on a well protected position. Protected from outside forces,
vibration and splashing water.

e We advise to mount a safety switch (connecting the control box to the electric power supply)
to prevent undesired actions via the remote control (Ex: Accidental tipping while driving).

RECEIVER BOX RADIO TRANSMITTER

e Before you use your tipper, you should familiarize yourself with the working of the whole
tipping hydraulic system. You should read the official tipper manual fully to ensure safe and
effective use of your tipper.

e Before using the remote control, always check that the cabin interior pneumatic control
is in the neutral position Figure 4 . A\

e We strongly recommend that you disconnect the power supply from the receiver box using
the safety switch while driving. This is to avoid accidental tipping. We also recommend that
you switch off the power supply to the device when working with the cabin interior pneumatic
control. A\

e Keep an extra battery (back up) set at hand (3x AAA /LRO3) see instruction manual for further
information.

e Theremote control is spray water protected (IP65) — splash resistant.

e Check for leakages of air supply and proper connections before regular use.

e The tipping is actuated after the engagement of the PTO, which is done in cabin and cannot

be controlled by the radio remote.

5.2 BUTTON INSTRUCTIONS

Arrow up/Arrow down : You need to keep pushing the tip/lower buttons otherwise it will stop. Hold
to perform the action.

On/Off : Press and release for the ON/Off application (Do not hold).

The off button and emergency stop button is the same. Press once in any position to emergency stop

the tipping/lowering.
